Crossover Options:

	OPTIONS WITHIN THE SMALL SCHOOL PHILOSOPHY

	Limited to case by case placement

	Treated in same manner as individual students attending college courses or middle school students attending high school….Individual arrangements are made and student sometimes leave early or arrive late to some classes.


	Some classes are designated as all-access and offered at certain times during the day when small school schedules have a natural connection:
· Zero Period

· Added Period at the end of the Day

· Period mid-day, around the lunch hour

                   (especially when 2 lunch periods)

	Usually the courses designated as all-access are highly specialized and pull either large numbers of students across campus (e.g. Band) or are small usually high level academic courses with few students (Calculus, AP Physics)

	OPTIONS OUTSIDE THE SMALL SCHOOL PHILOSOPHY

	Elective program crossovers.  Small Schools function as small learning communities for core area instruction only and electives are campus-wide
	Seen as outside the perimeters of the small school model because of the lack of connection of electives to small school teaching and learning philosophy, focus and relationships. Usually marks one of the fundamental differences between Small Learning Communities and Small Schools.


	Extensive crossovers to provide wide spread choice and balance class loads across the entire campus.
	Continuation of the comprehensive high school model more than the small school or small learning community model.  Usually means that campus-wide scheduling for choice classes is prioritized over small school or SLC connections between teachers and students.
