ESTABLISHING PROFICIENCY BASED STUDENT PERFORMANCE LEVELS
· Proficiency-based Assessment Systems rely heavily on scoring guides (rubrics)
· It is important to clearly describe the criteria for student demonstration of learning

· Both the students and the teacher need to understand the definitions that differentiate the various levels of performance for each area of criteria
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LEVELS:              Statements that describe a range of proficiency, often using a number scale
CRITERIA:           Overall components of the performance or project that are required

DESCRIPTIONS:   Specific, concrete definitions of what to look for at each level of proficiency

Possible General Levels of High School Proficiency and Grades
APPLYING A “LOGIC MODEL” TO THE GRADING SYSTEM

College Prep default curriculum – converts to B grade as “proficient”

6 point grading scale allows for communication of exceptional, high achievement
