Leadership and Entrepreneurship Public Charter High School (LÊP) opened its doors in August 2006 in Northeast Portland with 104 
students. LÊP offers a rigorous, integrated, college preparatory curriculum in a personalized school setting with extensive academic 
supports. Students become creative thinkers and effective problem solvers by identifying needs in their community and taking the
initiative to help address them. Through the study of leadership and entrepreneurship, students develop a strong sense of self 
efficacy, social responsibility and an entrepreneurial spirit. The Leadership and Entrepreneurship High School focuses on engaging 
students in their learning experience and making school an exciting place to learn.
